TEN GELEIDE

Net als muziek is beeldende kunst in staat ons tot op het diepst van onze 
ziel te raken. Hoe doet zij dat? In dit rijk geïllustreerde boek ‘De verborgen 
levensvisie in het werk van Marc Chagall’ komen verschillende verklaringen 
aan bod.

Zij is een verbeelding van ‘heilige taal’ en 
weerspiegelt een innerlijk leven waarin het onzichtbare zich verlangend 
uitdrukt. 

Na eerdere symposia over Leonardo da Vinci en Jeroen Bosch hebben 
kunstliefhebber Ankie Hettema, musicus Ad de Jong en historicus Dick 
van Niekerk opnieuw de handen ineen geslagen voor een symposion. De 
Rozenkruis pers is verheugd om de teksten van ook dit symposion uit te 
kunnen geven. Hun enthousiasme en diepzinnige perspectieven nodigen uit 
om het werk van Chagall met nieuwe ogen te bezien.

De betekenis van de beeldende kunst ligt in het bijzonder in haar vermogen de 
ziel te herinneren aan haar oorsprong. Zij is in staat als het ware een beeld van 
die oorsprong te scheppen.

Deze uitspraak van Michelangelo was voor ons drieën jaren geleden de 
belangrijkste drijfveer om een project te wijden aan de vijfhonderdste 
sterfdag van Jeroen Bosch (2016) en kort daarop aan die van Leonardo da 
Vinci (2019). Toen we daarna, onafhankelijk van elkaar, Chagall-tentoon
stellingen in Doesburg en Uden bezochten, was het meteen duidelijk 
dat er alle reden was om weer eens met elkaar om tafel te gaan. Als er één 
kunstenaar is die naadloos past in de door Michelangelo gegeven definitie 
van kunst, dan is dat Marc Chagall wel, zo dachten we. 
Al pratend en uitwisselend herkenden wij in Chagall een nabije vriend, maar 
ook een vriend van de wereld, die in de verwarrende tijd waarin we leven met 
zijn kunst de mensen een belangrijke boodschap brengt.

Marc Chagall groeide op in de leefwereld van het chassidisme, maar hij 
groeide daar ook ‘doorheen’. Je zou kunnen zeggen dat hij uiteindelijk maar 
één religie kende, en dat is de religie van de liefde. Chagall hoopt in zijn kunst 
een lichtstraal weer te kunnen geven die mensen zouden kunnen ontdekken, 
die hen zou opheffen en die een nieuwe zin van het leven zou kunnen 
belichten. Dat is de belangrijkste bedoeling van zijn kunst. 
Hierbij valt op dat Chagall in het merendeel van zijn werken fragmenten 
van zijn geboorteplaats Vitebsk (Belarus) opneemt of taferelen die aan zijn 
geboorteplek of vroegste jeugd herinneren.

ons het grote aantal indrukwekkende gedichten dat Marc Chagall heeft 
geschreven. Ankie reisde af naar het Chagall museum in Nice en Dick 
maakte een kunstreis naar de glasvensters van de kathedralen in Reims, Metz 
en Mainz. Het bracht ons tot een vierdeling van het boek: een biografische 
schets van het kleurrijke leven van Marc Chagall, een bespreking van de 
universele waarde van een groot aantal van zijn schilderijen, de relatie van 
zijn werk met de muziek en poëzie en proza van Marc Chagall zelf.  

Bij het maken van een boekje over de veelzijdige kunstenaar Marc Chagall 
kwam meer kijken dan wij ons vooraf realiseerden. Wij danken iedereen 
die ons tijdens onze lange voorbereidingstocht – van Tudeley (Engeland) 
tot Sarrebourg, van Amsterdam tot Saint-Paul-de-Vence – behulpzaam 
is geweest en van relevante informatie heeft voorzien.

Intro
Marc Chagall schrijft al rond zijn vijfendertigste een autobiografie, Mijn 
Leven. Aan feiten over zijn jonge jaren dus geen gebrek, zou je zo zeggen. 
Chagall heeft echter sterk de neiging om – evenals in zijn kunstwerken – de 
werkelijkheid naar zijn hand te zetten en soms te mystificeren. Een illustratief 
voorbeeld daarvan is zijn geboorte en alles wat daarmee verbonden is. 
Hij beroept zich erop de oudste van een gezin van negen te zijn, de 
‘eerstgeborene’ zoals hij dat noemt. Het is een stille verwijzing naar Jezus 
die in de Bijbel ook vijf keer als ‘de eerstgeborene’ wordt aangeduid, een 
associatie ook met de bijzondere geboortes van de groten van geest uit de 
wereldgeschiedenis, zoals Mozes, Pythagoras, Apollonius van Tyana en 
Jezus. Hij ziet zichzelf in een latere fase van zijn kunstenaarschap ook graag 
als Jezus aan het kruis.
Welnu, er zijn sterke aanwijzingen dat Chagall een tweeling vormt met zijn 
zusje Anjuta ( Jiddisch: Hanka). Wie van die twee er het eerste was, valt 
uit de documenten niet op te maken, maar het is veelzeggend dat Chagall 
het eerstgeboorterecht claimt. Bijzonder is dat Marc ‘dood’ geboren is en 
dat hij eerst in een trog met ijskoud water moest worden ondergedompeld 
voordat er enige vocale levenstekenen kwamen. Hier doet zich een parallel 
voor met zijn tijdgenoot Picasso, die ook ‘dood’ geboren werd en pas na 
tal van kunstgrepen tot leven werd gebracht. Vaak zien we een trog op de 
schilderijen van Chagall en dat heeft altijd met geboorte maken. Naast 
water speelt ook vuur een rol rond zijn geboorte. Het verhaal gaat dat er 
tijdens de bevalling enorme branden woedden in zijn geboortestad Vitebsk 
(Belarus), zodanig dat buurtbewoners de rivier de Dvina in vluchtten om 
aan de vuurzee te ontkomen. Het mag een wonder heten dat het huisje van 
de Chagalls gespaard bleef. 

Rond Marcs geboortedatum hangt een groot waas: donderdag 7 juli 1887. 
Dat is echter een fictieve datum omdat er in zijn paspoort mee gesjoemeld 
is. Het was van belang om hem ouder te laten zijn dan in werkelijkheid om 
hem zo uit militaire dienst te kunnen houden. Toch heeft Marc Chagall die 
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datum later maar aangehouden en dat zullen wij in dit levensbericht ook 
doen. Ouder zijn dan hij werkelijk was, gaf hem meer aanzien en hij vond 
het ook wel mooi ‘al die zevens in mijn geboortedatum’.
Als zijn innig geliefde, Bella Rosenfeld, bij hem informeert naar de precieze 
omstandigheden van zijn geboorte, wimpelt hij een concreet antwoord af. ‘Je 
moet niet alles willen weten! Dat maakt alleen maar oud.’ En als zij laconiek 
tegenwerpt dat hij dat toch eenvoudig aan zijn moeder kan vragen, wordt 
ze eveneens de mist in gestuurd: ‘Ach, mijn moeder heeft sindsdien zoveel 
kinderen gekregen, die weet dat allemaal niet meer.’ Het is Chagall ten voeten 
uit. Bella neemt er genoegen mee. Ja, ze zou later haar eigen geboortejaar 
ook met veel onduidelijkheid omhullen. Misschien beschouwde Chagall 
zijn eigen rijke leven zelf al vroeg als een op meerdere manieren te duiden 
kunstwerk en wilde hij dat ook graag zo houden.

Op aandringen 
van zijn moeder werd hij toegelaten op de algemene school, die eigenlijk 
ontoegankelijk was voor Joden. Tijdens een tekenles ziet Chagall een 
klasgenoot een portret natekenen. ‘Er ontwaakte een wild dier in me. Ik 
rende naar de bibliotheek (…) en begon de portretten na te tekenen.’
En op een dag noemt een schoolvriendje hem een echte kunstenaar. (Zie 
ook de beschrijving eerder in dit boek: ‘Jeugd in Vitebsk’ op pagina 11.) 
Dat woord ‘kunstenaar’ maakt iets volslagen nieuws in hem wakker. ‘Een 
woord dat zo fantastisch, literair, zo van een andere wereld was als het woord 
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‘kunstenaar’, ja, daar had ik misschien wel eens van gehoord, maar in onze 
stad had nog nooit iemand het uitgesproken. Het stond zo ver van ons af! Uit 
mezelf zou ik het woord nooit over mijn lippen hebben kunnen krijgen.(…) 
Wat is dat een kunstenaar? Wie is een kunstenaar? Zou het kunnen dat… ik 
ook…’
Door te tekenen veroordeelt hij zichzelf tot eenzaamheid. ‘Mijn oom is 
bang om me een hand te geven. Ze zeggen dat ik schilder. Als ik hem eens 
zou tekenen. God staat het niet toe. Een zonde.’ Chaim Potok, filosoof en 
rabbi zonder uitoefening in een gemeente, schreef de prachtige roman Mijn 
naam is Asjer Lev, waarin hij de worsteling en innerlijke strijd weergeeft van 
het kunstenaarschap binnen het orthodox-joods milieu. Ook Chagall moet 
zich losmaken van zijn familiemilieu door het Bijbels verbod te negeren dat 
stelt: ‘Maak geen gesneden beelden, geen enkele afbeelding van iets dat in 
de hemel hier boven is of van iets beneden op aarde of in het water onder 
de aarde.’
Maar zodra hij vanaf de tram in Vitebsk een blauw uithangbord ziet met de 
witte tekst: ‘Schilderschool Pen’, weet hij daar te moeten zijn. Hij vraagt aan 
zijn moeder of hij naar de kunstschool van Yoeri Pen mag. Pens klassieke 
kunstacademie bevindt zich in het betere gedeelte van de stad aan de 
overzijde van de rivier de Dvina, die de stad doorsneed. Zijn moeder pakt 
wat tekeningen van Marc bij elkaar met de bedoeling Pen te vragen of er wel 
talent in zit. Hij wordt als leerling aangenomen.
‘Weet u, ik raakte in vervoering als ik in de synagoge in de buurt van mijn 
grootvader mocht staan. (…) als hij klagend bidt, dan herinner ik me mijn 
mislukte tekening en denk: zal ik ooit een groot kunstenaar worden?’
Op negentienjarige leeftijd wordt hij toegelaten op de kunstacademie van 
Sint-Petersburg.
Het is een tweede stap buiten zijn chassidisch milieu. Om als Jood in 
Sint-Petersburg te wonen, heeft hij een verblijfsvergunning nodig en 
geld. Dankzij een vriend komt hij aan een verblijfsvergunning. Zijn 
vader smijt geld onder tafel, zevenentwintig roebel, de enige die hij in 
zijn hele leven gekregen heeft. ‘Met hoeveel tranen en met welk een trots 
heb ik dat geld opgeraapt. Op mijn knieën onder tafel dacht ik aan de 
hongerige avonden die ik in de toekomst helemaal alleen op straat zou 
doorbrengen, omringd door weldoorvoede mensen.’ De derde stap naar 
een nieuw leven neemt hij drie jaar later. Hij vertrekt naar Frankrijk, naar 
de bruisende artistieke stad, Parijs. Nieuwe kunstvormen komen op, zoals 
het impressionisme, expressionisme, het realisme, kubisme, symbolisme en 
het surrealisme. Opmerkelijk is hoe Chagall tegen de stroom van nieuwe 
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kunstontwikkelingen in, trouw blijft aan zichzelf en zijn vormgeving. Hij 
blijft ‘Chagallen’. ‘Ik ben persoonlijk van mening dat wetenschappelijke 
interesse de kunst niet dient. Impressionisme en kubisme spreken me niet 
aan. Ik denk dat kunst in de eerste plaats een zielsgesteldheid is.’6 In een van 
zijn gedichten geeft hij zijn kunst een diep religieuze gedachte mee. ‘Met of 
zonder geld, ik ga. Waar het om gaat is de kunst, anders schilderen dan al die 
anderen. Maar hoe dan? Zal God, of wie dan ook, me de kracht geven om 
mijn levensadem in mijn doeken te blazen, de adem van gebed en rouw, een 
gebed om verlossing, om wedergeboorte?’
Hij geeft zijn schilderkunst inhoud mee. Zijn ziel, de levensprikkel en 
de diepe zin van hetgeen zijn eigen ik raakt, dringt door in zijn kleuren. 
Aangekomen in Parijs wordt hij geïnspireerd door de lichtheid van het 
Franse leven. Voortaan laat hij de oude Russische donkere, bruine kleuren 
achter zich en kiest hij voor frisse, heldere kleuren. Zijn oude leermeester 
uit Sint-Peterburg ziet zijn nieuwe werk en spreekt zijn waardering 
uit: ‘Nu zingen uw kleuren.’ In een toespraak bij de onthulling van de 
schilderijen in de Metropolitan Opera in New York vertelt Chagall over zijn 
kunstenaarschap het volgende: ‘Dag en nacht heb ik voor mij zelf gewerkt, 
gezocht en getwijfeld. Maar menigmaal gaat dit ik op in de veelheid van de 
mensen die ik om me heen voel. En als ik aan het werk ben, stel ik mijzelf 
vragen: Voor wie schilder ik eigenlijk? Waar kom ik vandaan? Naar wie ben 
ik op weg? Zoals steeds zou ik niet alleen de ogen, maar ook de harten van 
de anderen naderbij willen treden, zodat mijn werk alle verstandsmiddelen 
met hun theorieën en de zogenaamde techniek te boven gaat. Want de 
techniek ligt automatisch in de boodschap besloten. Als de boodschap echt 
is, is de techniek het ook.’

Het innerlijk landschap van Chagall
‘Ik woon in mijn leven.’ 
Net voor zonsopkomst is alles nog in nevels gehuld. Bij de eerste zonnestralen 
klaart langzaam de lucht op. De omgeving, de bomen en huizen nemen 
scherpere contouren aan. Zodra de zon doorbreekt, verruimt de horizon 
zich. Alle dingen worden in een groot verband verenigd. Het landschap 
toont zich. Het is een stuk ‘land’ dat door onze blik uit de aarde wordt gerukt 
en in staat is ons de wereld te laten aanschouwen. Zoals de zon opkomt, 
zo gaat de blik van Marc Chagall over de open ruimte, het nog lege doek. 
In zijn verbeelding kiezen zijn diepste wortels, zijn jeugd, de chassidische 
familietradities, de verhalen en legenden ritmisch vorm. Hij schildert zijn 
innerlijk landschap.

POËZIE EN PROZA 
Het was lange tijd onbekend dat Chagall ook gedichten schreef. Dat wilde 
Chagall zo houden. Hij schreef niet om te publiceren. Het waren voor hem 
momenten die alleen voor hemzelf waren, om zijn ziel binnen te gaan. 
‘Alleen van mij is het land dat zich binnen mijn ziel bevindt. Ik kom er binnen 
zonder paspoort.’ Chagall schreef in het Russisch, zijn moedertaal. Pas in 
1968 mocht de in het Frans vertaalde gedichtenbundel Poèmes bij Gérard 
Cramer in Genève gepubliceerd worden. Pierre Provoyeur nam in 1983 in 
Marc Chagall De Bijbelse Boodschap een tiental Franstalige gedichten op met 
vertaling naar het Nederlands. In 2010 verscheen de bundel Gedichten in 
Nederland in een oplage van duizend stuks.

ONGEHOORD KLEURRIJK

Marc Chagall, de beeldend kunstenaar zoals wij hem met name kennen, 
neemt ons mee aan de hand van zijn schilderijen naar een kleurenwereld die 
ons betoverend, onbegrijpelijk, niet alledaags, maar niettemin fascinerend 
en op een of andere manier licht overkomt.
Chagall, diepgeworteld in de joodse traditie en de mystiek van het chassi
disme, weet met zijn gevoelige natuur zijn ideeën in kleur aan het doek toe 
te vertrouwen. Je zou niet verwachten dat hij ook nog zijn gedachtewereld in 
gedichten weet te vangen.

Maar juist zijn gedichten geven ons, tussen de regels door, wat niet in 
woorden uit te drukken is. Kenners van zijn werk beweren dat de ware 
Chagall zich vooral laat kennen in zijn gedichten. Bij benadering kunnen we 
ons dan een beetje inleven en aanvoelen uit wat voor een ijle wereld hij zijn 
inspiratie put. Ofschoon de beelden zich wel in herkenbare vormen aan ons 
vertonen, heeft het er alle schijn van dat hij zijn inspiratie haalt uit een ijlere, 
onzichtbare wereld. 
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‘Alleen de kunst is geroepen dat wat 

de heilige taal zegt symbolisch tot 

uitdrukking te brengen, dus op een haar 

eigen wijze na te zeggen. Zo kan de 

mens tot in het diepst van zijn wezen 

getroffen en gegrepen worden door een 

op de levende waarheid geïnspireerde 

kunstzinnige uitdrukking.’

Schilder, graficus, keramist, ontwerper van decors, wand­
tapijten en glas-in-lood-ramen, regisseur, schrijver, dichter.
